Windsurfing Competition Rules (WCR).
1.2 The RS:One Championship Rules shall apply.
13 No national prescriptions will apply.

2 ADVERTISING
2.1 Sailors may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the
organising authority. ISAF Regulation 20 - ‘Advertising Code’ - shall apply.
2.2 Event branding shall be worn at all times when afloat, and as requested by the
organizers during media interviews and during the prize giving.
2.3 Gender Divisions: Men and Women.
2.4 Age Divisions:
3.2.1 An “Espoir” shall be under the age of 22 in the year of competition (born in or
after 1993).
3.2.2 A “Master” shall be over the age of 40 in the year of competition (born 1973 or
earlier).
